REGENTS’ POLICY AND UNIVERSITY REGULATION
JUNE 2007 REVISIONS UPDATE

As a result of direction from the Board of Regents, the University of Alaska has reviewed all policy and regulation for consistency, formatting, and reorganization.  Differences between the current policy and regulation and past versions include:

1.
Removal of “Reserved” or “See Policy” citations.  If you do not see a corresponding policy or regulation, it means it does not exist.

2.
Policy and regulation are in the same Microsoft Word document.  If the president has promulgated corresponding regulations, they will always follow the policy and can be seen on screen in a dark blue font.  In rare instances, there will only be a regulation.
3.
Headers and footers have been removed.  Be careful that you are looking at the right document – policy and regulation will be hard to differentiate in hard copy unless you print it using a color copier.

4.
Approval dates remain the same unless substantive changes were made during the June 2007 revision.  Grammar, reorganization, reformatting, renumbering changes do not change the effective date of a policy or regulation 

Over the next months (fall 2007), additional proofreading and editing will occur to conform to the new format.  It is recommended that you do not print an entire hard copy of policy and regulation at this time.  A tracking document will also be created and loaded to the website to allow you to see where policy and regulation have been moved through the reorganization.
Remember, ALWAYS CALL OR EMAIL THE BOARD OF REGENTS’ OFFICE to ensure the policy and/or regulation you are reviewing is the most current version.
