2. The extent to which the individual demonstrates general support of the University either 
through service, advocacy, philanthropy, etc.

Nominations received in other formats will not be 
accepted.  Only complete nominations will be considered

postmarked by December 1, 2003, to be considered for the 2004 prize.  Nominations received 
by the Foundation after that date will be considered for next yearôs prize.
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
