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The House Finance Committee Substitute for SB221 (the capital budget) includes $48.2 million for major 
maintenance (renovation/repair) across the university system.  It also includes funding for the Health Sciences Facility 
at UAA at the requested amount of $46 million. The BIOS facility, the Board of Regents’ highest new construction 
priority request, was not funded. The House also included $15 million for planning/design/site preparation for a new 
UAA Sports Arena (the board requested $1 million for Sports Arena planning). This latest version of the capital 
budget includes receipt authority for university funded projects, but reduced federal receipts for the UAF Arctic 
Region Research Vessel by $45 million. Due to some timing issues on the federal side, UA does not anticipate the 
federal funding will materialize in FY09.  
 
In addition, two items were included that were not requested, but that UA can facilitate: “The Next 50 Years” Public 
Dialogue Project ($350,000), a Commonwealth North request; and the Parliamentarians of Arctic Region Biennial 
Conference ($75,000), to be held on the University of Alaska Fairbanks campus in August 2008. In addition, other 
capital funding included the Kenai Peninsula College pre-correction preparation training curriculum development 
($50,000); and a warehouse maintenance building addition at Prince William Sound Community College in Valdez 
($300,000). SB221 also included the remaining FY08 supplemental funding for utility cost increases ($927,200).
