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Spring 2008 Opening Enrollment Report

This document provides a summary of initial spring 2008 enrollment, with supporting data tables attached.
Opening statistics do not reflect the total spring enroliment; however, they serve as an indicator for where
student enrollment will land by the end of the semester.

Estimated Spring Closing Enrollment
Enrollment headcount, student credit hours (SCH) and full-time equivalent (FTE) are estimated for spring
2008 closing. This projection shows a 2.9% increase in headcount (949), a 2.6% increase in SCH (6,296),

and a 2.7% increase in FTE (442) over spring 2007 closing numbers based on historical enrollment trends.

Actual Spring Opening Enrollment

Compared to the spring 2007 opening, student headcount at the UA system level increased 2.8% (751). Student
headcount increases were seen at all MAUSs, with UAA up 2.3% (379), UAF up 3.1% (249) and UAS up 7.4%
(205).
