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Except as specified elsewhere in Regents' Policy, University Regulation, or MAU rules and procedures, a student is an individual for whom the university maintains an educational record and who meets one or more of the following criteria: 

A. is enrolled in a course offered by the University of Alaska; or 

B. is on an approved student exchange, internship, or other program of study.
C. is completing coursework from the immediately preceding semester or summer session. 

Unless otherwise stipulated in Regents' Policy or University Regulation, a full-time undergraduate student is one who is enrolled for at least 12 credits and a full-time graduate student is one enrolled for at least 9 credits.  A half-time undergraduate student is one enrolled for at least 6 credits, and a half-time graduate student is one enrolled for at least 5 credits.  
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
