RATIONALE/RECOMMENDATION

Associate Vice President Saichi Oba will present proposed revisions to the current tuition polices.  These revisions were reviewed by the committee at its December 2009 meeting.  

The revisions are intended to help clarify which charges are treated as tuition vs. charges that are treated as fees for purpose of this policy, financial aid and other purposes.  The current Subsection I of P05.10.020 when read in conjunction with Subsection C of P05.10.040 results in some confusion regarding what might be considered tuition vs. fees.  Therefore, the staff recommendation is to strike Subsection I, which can be a source of confusion and does not appear to have an identifiable purpose.  Subsection C of P05.10.040 has been reworded for readability, but has not been changed in any substantive manner.  A marked up and a clean copy of the proposed revisions are included in Reference 5.
