Workshop Title: Survey Methods

Course materials: Handbook 3: Conducting a Language Survey (from Awakening Our Languages: ILI Handbook Series). This book will be available in the first class at a cost of $7.00.
Supplies needed: Students are encouraged to bring their laptops to take notes and work on their class project but it is not a requirement.
Course goals: Planning is an essential part of language revitalization. Surveys, sometimes required by funding sources, are a tool for planning. In this workshop, we will discuss questions such as, What can we learn from a survey? How can surveys help in revitalization? What different kinds of surveys are there? What kinds of questions should we ask? Who and how should it be given? What do we do with the results?
Student learning objectives: By the end of the course, students will be introduced to how to design, implement, and analyze a language survey that meets the objectives of their community or research project. 
Instructional methods: Through lectures and group discussion, this course reviews the rationale for conducting surveys, as well as methods on how to design, administer, and analyze them. The course includes a review of a variety of language surveys, with discussions ensuring that students’ specific interests and objectives in conducting surveys are met. Students will also work in groups to develop their own survey.
Evaluation: Students are required to attend the four days of the workshop in order to pass. At the end of the last workshop, they will be asked to give a short presentation on the survey they will have developed in groups. A project will be considered successful if the students demonstrate that they have reflected on their project using the lecture and reading materials, and have addressed the feedback previously given to them by their instructors and peers.
