Workshop Title: Miyako Practicum

Course materials: Relevant materials will be provided in class
Supplies needed: laptop (please come having installed Audacity from: http://www.audacityteam.org/download/ and Excel or equivalent), headphones/earphones, audio/video recorders, mics, accessories (if you can), and bound notebooks
Course goals: To gain experience in language documentation research and to engage in research activities of documenting and revitalizing Miyako Ryukyuan
Student learning objectives: Participants will engage in documentary linguistic work on the Miyako language. Participants will work in small groups on small-scale language documentation projects. Although there will be some lecture components, the main portion of this practicum will be devoted to discussion and hands-on exercises working toward completion of term projects. Participants will work with our featured native speaker of Miyako with the assistance of the co-instructors. 
Instructional methods: A combination of lecture, discussion, hands-on exercises, projects, and consultation, which center on working with the Miyako speaker
Evaluation: Workshop performance will be evaluated on the Pass/Fail basis. Full attendance is required. Participants will be evaluated on the basis of their active participation in classroom discussion and their performance in exercises and assignments, which include term projects.
