Workshop Title: Miyako pre-practicum workshop

Course goals: To introduce participants to documentary linguistics of Miyako
Student learning objectives: Participants will acquire knowledge and skills that facilitate documentary linguistic work on the Miyako language in the main part of the Practicum. Topics to be covered include: basic information regarding the Miyako language and culture; goals of language documentation research; types of language documentation projects. 
Instructional methods: A combination of lecture, discussion and hands-on exercises
