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Recommendation:  Related to parking at the Butrovich summer 2013.

“The Statewide Administration Assembly recommends that the parking spaces in the Butrovich remain open on a first come, first serve basis throughout the construction season, and that outreach and information is shared to mitigate safety concerns.”

Rationale for this recommendation:

Lot Designation

The Butrovich parking lot is a mixed-use visitor/permit parking lot. Public events including Board of Regents meetings, research fairs, training and more occur in the building on a regular basis. It is not possible to educate the various user groups on any system by which parking spaced are delegated via lottery or by department that would limit access to the public lot.
Enforcement

The only way that parking services or UAF police could enforce parking rules is by a ruling of the Board of Regents. Without enforcement capability, a specialized parking arrangement could not be implemented effectively.
24-hour staffing

The Butrovich building is staffed 24-hours a day. It seems unreasonable that a person on a night shift would be limited from parking at the building when the lot is empty simply because they had not “won” a designated space.

Safety

SAA is concerned about staff safety during this construction season. We recommend that a turn-around area be designated within the lot. Pedestrian access to the building from the shuttle bus and other lots is being routed through the driving area; we recommend an area designated for employees to safely wait for the shuttle, and a path for safe access to the building. To minimize the number of cars driving in to look for a space during high traffic times we recommend that a “lot full” sign be available so drivers can be routed away without adding to the congestion. All effort should be made to educate staff on the safety and congestion concerns, and to encourage using other parking areas on campus.
Shuttle service

SAA has some concerns regarding shuttle service this summer. We wonder about early and late shuttle service options, regular routes, dedicated service/staffing, and safety travelling from the shuttle stop. Any information regarding shuttle service options this summer that can be shared with staff would be appreciated.
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
